2. List Three Things You All Agreed You Will Not Do. 



Sample Agreement 

Our Class Agrees That: 
We Will 
1. Treat Each Other And Our Teachers With Respect. 
2. Respect One Another’s Feelings. 
3.      Try To Make Everyone Feel That They Belong. 
 
We Will Not 
1. Physically Hurt Others. 
2. Spread Rumours Or Lies. 
3. Leave Others Out Or Ignore Them Deliberately Or Turn People’s Friends 
 Against Them. 

All Students  Are Invited To Sign The Class Agreement And It Should Be Displayed  
Prominently In The Classroom For The Rest Of The World To See.
